SECTION C Descriptions and Specifications 

SECTION C STATEMENT OF WORK

AIR FORCE CONTRACT AUGMENTATION PROGRAM (AFCAP)

5 May 2001
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Section I

1.0  PURPOSE.

1.1  Air Force Policy.  Air Force policy is to integrate increased commercial support into the Total Force wherever appropriate while preserving its core uniformed competencies (for complete Air Force policy governing contractors in the theater, see Appendix E).

1.2  Commander Support.  The Air Force Contract Augmentation Program (AFCAP) provides commanders a responsive, force multiplier option to augment or relieve base operating support (BOS) functions participating in military operations other than war (MOOTW) or small scale contingencies (SSCs).

1.3  Quick Response, Contract Deployment Capability.  AFCAP is a contract with extensive worldwide support capabilities, able to respond in minimal time.  Capabilities focus on temporary contingency skills and/or resources to sustain military forces participating in MOOTW/SSCs or to recover from a natural disaster, accident, or terrorist attack.

2.0  SCOPE.

2.1  Planning and Deployment.  The contractor shall provide the personnel, equipment, materials, services, travel and all other means necessary to provide a quick response, worldwide planning, and deployment capability.  Planning is expected to be available within the contractor’s program management team and other company resources.  Deployment capabilities are expected to be obtained as required for a site-specific scenario.  The capabilities under this contract are intended to support Air Force MOOTW/SSC activities operating in support of National Command Authority missions, which could include (but are not limited to) joint or combined United States military forces acting as part of or in concert with United Nations (UN), North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), multinational force, or other entities.  MOOTW/SSCs may include Air Force required support to natural disaster relief operations within and outside CONUS.

2.2  Deployment Capabilities.  The principal effort of this contract will be to provide deployment capabilities generally aligned with Air Force combat support and combat service support functions associated with base operating support (BOS), to include the “Civil Engineer” and “Services” career fields and to provide logistic support that reduces a dependence on scarce war reserve materiel stockpiles.  A partial list of skills typically required include: carpentry, plumbing, electrical, mechanical (e.g., refrigeration, air conditioning, heat, controls, etc.), heavy equipment, paint, power production, food service, lodging management, recreational services, housekeeping services, laundry plant operation, various utility plant operations (e.g., water, sewage, solid waste disposal, etc.), structural fire protection and fire crash rescue, unexploded ordnance (UXO) technician (e.g., clearing sub-scale practice bombs), emergency management, professional engineering, and project and program management.

2.3  Program Management Office.  The contractor shall provide the necessary supplies, equipment, and personnel to sustain administrative/management support for the Air Force Contract Augmentation Program (AFCAP).  Minimum requirements include: having a dedicated program management office within a 25-mile radius of Tyndall AFB, FL, with the capability to develop Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) cost estimates and execute individual task orders. This program management office shall be available for support 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. 

2.4  Types of Response.  Because military forces are trained and equipped for rapid deployment and flexible support for a variety of scenarios, the expectation is that initial response to a MOOTW/SSC will generally be assigned to military forces.  As these forces establish a base(s) of operations and extended activities are likely to occur, AFCAP relief, augmentation, or expansion are potential resource options.  However, the above statement does not rule out the possibility that AFCAP contract support may be the initial responder in selected scenarios, particularly small scale, “fast moving,” isolated location scenarios or during world wide recovery operations.  In addition, work may include MOOTW/SSC backfill support at existing operational Air Force bases within and outside the United States to augment sustaining forces.

  

3.0  BACKGROUND.  AFCAP represents an initiative to contract for base operating support and temporary construction capabilities to relieve or augment military support forces and resources involved in MOOTW/SSCs.  MOOTW are described as “Military actions, except those associated with sustained, large-scale combat operations and SSC is a new term for military operations other than war.  These military actions can be applied to complement any combination of the other instruments of national power and occur before and after war” [Joint Publication 3‑07].  Generally, these operations will occur in a noncombatant, forward-deployed (outside United States territory) environment.  However, this does not eliminate the possibility of natural disaster support or “home base” backfill sustainment support in the United States.

3.1  “Typical” Air Force Deployment Locations:  With rare exceptions, Air Force deployments are tied to airfields which “typically” contain at least some existing buildings and utility infrastructure.  Therefore, deployment support will usually include a variety of operation and maintenance (O&M) requirements to fixed, existing real property, as well as providing measures to augment or emplace additional temporary services and facilities.  

3.2  Customers.  Through the Air Force’s AFCAP Program Management Office, this contract is established to support Air Force Major Commands (MAJCOM), associated component commands, and other federal agencies in exercising their mission responsibilities.

4.0  TASKS.  Contract use will occur through the award of specific task orders.  Appendix C, “AFCAP Task Order Processing,” provides a representative diagram of task order processing. Subsequent task orders will generally be one of two types: Planning Task Orders and Deployment Task Orders.

4.1  Program Management Office. The contractor’s dedicated program management office (see paragraph 2.3) is required as a separate firm fixed price CLIN.

4.1.1  “On-Call” Capability.  In order to respond to urgent Air Force requirements, an “on-call” member of the management team shall respond by telephone to the Contracting Officer within one hour of notification.  Notification shall be deemed to have occurred 
when the Contracting Officer places a telephone call to the contractor provided “on-call” phone number.

4.1.2  Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) Cost Estimate.  The contractor shall provide ROM cost estimates on potential task orders at the request of the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall be expected to provide a ROM cost estimate within 24 hours unless otherwise specified by the Contracting Officer.

4.2  Travel--Briefings/Conferences/Discussions.  As directed by the Contracting Officer, personnel from the contractor’s AFCAP management team shall be available with reasonable notice to travel to locations to be determined by HQ AFCESA’s AFCAP Program Manager and approved by the contracting officer.  The purpose of such travel will generally involve briefings and presentations on the AFCAP contract to selected senior Air Force personnel and to technical or management conferences.  Copies of briefing materials (“slides,” handouts, etc.) shall be provided to the Government [CDRL A008].  This travel is paid for as part of the separate cost reimbursable CLIN.

4.2.1  Task Order Travel.  All other travel associated with this contract is envisioned to be accomplished in support of specific planning or deployment task orders. As the result of a “fast moving” scenario wherein a customer requires the contractor to be present at the customer’s location for preliminary planning discussions, the contractor shall maintain the capability to physically respond to said location within 24 hours after notification by the PCO. Trip report submittal requirements for planning and deployment task orders shall be as stipulated in the task order [CDRL A003]. Format for the trip report must be approved by the PCO.  Each report should include the work accomplished during the trip, any relevant issues discussed during the trip, open action items to be resolved, and name/phone/email address of all participants. 
4.3  AFCAP Management Plan.  The contractor’s proposed Management Plan, incorporated as part of the contract, shall be updated with new information as it is obtained or becomes available.  

4.4  Planning Task Order.  Planning task orders will be executed for site(s)-specific planning and may or may not lead to a deployment task order.  The contractor will be required to develop a site-specific management plan (SSMP) if required by the task order.  The contractor shall prepare the SSMP as indicated below:

4.4.1  Site Specific Management Plan (SSMP) [CDRL A001].  Site specific management plans should mirror and expand the contractor’s Management Plan while focusing on the specific requirements of the task order stipulated site(s).  In each case the plan shall show how the contractor will fulfill the requirements of a potential (or awarded) deployment task order

4.4.1.1  Description of Work.  Each SSMP shall address procedures and plans for organizational structures, cost estimates, facilities layouts, staffing, equipment, supplies, transportation, communications, schedules, sources of materials, subcontractor lists, delivery routes, fuel sources, consumables, storage sites, property/equipment control systems, materials handling, air and sea ports, staging locations, and all other requirements necessary to support the force size at the designated site(s).  The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all information, data, or material necessary to prepare the SSMP.  This includes information, data, or material from government, private industry, or commercial sources.  The SSMP completion date shall be as stipulated in the specific task order.  The contractor shall maximize the use of locally available material and resources wherever possible.

4.4.1.2  Plan Updates.  The contractor shall provide and maintain the SSMP with the current status of information as it is obtained or becomes available.  This includes all subcontracting services necessary to maintain a capability to perform under the task order.  The SSMP shall address all requirements for operation at the site(s) (or multiple sites that are part of a single task order).  Applicable Host Nation requirements shall be incorporated into the SSMP as obtained by the contractor and/or as explicitly provided by the Contracting Officer.

4.4.1.3  Contractor Furnished Equipment.  The contractor shall be responsible for operating and maintaining contractor furnished equipment and any Government equipment specified in the task order.  The SSMP shall include all equipment, labor and materials necessary to maintain the contractor’s transportation, utilities, facilities, services or other systems, in addition to the support to the designated force.

4.4.1.4  Plan Schedule.  As part of each SSMP, the contractor shall develop a Project Schedule showing each activity, their relationships, duration, and estimated costs.  Items to be included in the Schedule are (as a minimum):  activation, subcontracting, transportation, mobilization/demobilization, logistical support, surveying, site work, site visits, and other significant activities to be undertaken in developing the SSMP and implementing the activities within it.

4.4.1.5  Standards.  During initial planning for support to a specific task order, contractor shall incorporate Air Force contingency standards (e.g., drinking water standards, airfield marking, etc.) into proposed Site Specific Management Plan, unless explicitly changed in a specific task order.  Appendix B contains appropriate references.

4.5  Deployment Task Order.  Deployment task orders will be executed for site(s) specific deployment of activities the contractor has planned in an SSMP.  When the Government issues a deployment task order where there was no prior planning, the deployment task order may include the requirement for an appropriately detailed SSMP in addition to the deployment activity.  During a deployment task order the contractor (in addition to written documentation) shall provide color photograph documentation of task order on-site activities as directed by the specific task order [CDRL A009]. 

4.5.1  Description of Work.  The categories of work and services to be potentially employed represent the minimum capabilities required of the AFCAP contractor.  Appendix D, “Deployment Capabilities,” provides a more detailed listing.  Note, however, the list is not intended to be all-inclusive or representative of what would be required in every case.  The most likely site-specific task orders will call for only a portion of the following list of capabilities.  The contractor shall be able to perform typical functions such as construction, installation, maintenance, repair, and operation services across the broad spectrum of an air base’s total infrastructure.  Contractor’s capabilities will focus on “temporary” methods and materials to solve tasked requirements.  Air Force planning factors are available in the Bare Base Conceptual Planning Guide, Air Force Pamphlet 10-219, Vol 5 (see Appendix B for additional references).

4.5.2  Contractor Response. For a Deployment Task Order the contractor’s initial cadre will respond on-site as soon as possible to begin tasked operations, but typically within thirty (30) calendar days--each task order will specify the required response (e.g., from one (1) to sixty (60) days).

4.5.3  Deployment Capabilities.  All BOS functions to include but not limited to the following tasks (for additional information see Appendix D):

· Management services including a management cell, security provisions, and professional engineering support.

· Airfield support including airfield unique facilities, runways/taxiways/parking ramps, aircraft arresting systems, lighting, markings, and emergency power.

· Infrastructure support to facilities; utilities; petroleum, oils, & lubricants (POL); solid waste management; roads/parking; and security structures.

· Environmental management services to include permits, hazardous material, hazardous waste, pest/vegetation control, and limited task order generated clean-up.

· Emergency support including structural fire protection, aircraft fire crash rescue operations at locations not prohibited by Title 10 of the United States Code (U.S.C.) 2465, and emergency management services.  Title 10 U.S.C. 2465 prohibits the Department of Defense from contracting fire fighting functions at any military installation or facility unless:

· The contract task order is to be carried out at a location outside the United States (to include any U.S. commonwealth, territory, or possession) at which members of the armed forces would have to be used for the performance of firefighting functions at the expense of unit readiness.

· The contract task order will be carried out on a Government-owned but privately operated installation.

· Ancillary capabilities to include facility hardening, dispersal, obstacles, and redundancy measures.

· Active range clearance operations at Service Class A primary training ranges (PTRs) to include collection, inspection, disposal, and removal of all sub-scale practice bombs and range residue.

· Base recovery operations as a result of natural disasters, accidents, or terrorist attacks.

· Expansion of operational capability or replacement of War Readiness Materiel (WRM) and/or contingency/disaster relief materiel.

· Reconstitution of equipment and assets.

· Restoration (non-environmental) of deployment site.

· Services functions including food service, troop support, lodging, laundry, fitness, and recreation.  (Note:  Air Force Services mortuary and field exchange functions are excluded.)

· General Support including erection, installation, or other support of mobility War Reserve Materiel (WRM); and land clearing and grubbing.

4.5.4  Typical Construction.  Typical AFCAP construction requirements are synonymous with joint service construction standards: “initial and temporary” (see Appendix A, “Definitions”).  The contractor shall use these standards to help determine the types of materials and construction techniques to be employed.  These construction standards provide criteria that minimize construction efforts while providing facilities of a quality consistent with the mission requirements, personnel health and safety, and the expected availability of construction resources.  These criteria can be met by commercial, off-the-shelf building systems that are rapidly erectable and yet have a life span that exceeds even the “temporary” standard if that alternative is cost or operationally effective.

4.5.5  Semi-Permanent and Permanent Construction.  The contractor shall be capable of accomplishing semi-permanent and permanent construction (see Appendix A, “Definitions”); however, the scope must be explicitly called out in a specific task order.  These requirements will generally be accomplished as a “Turn Key” effort--take the project from concept to design [CDRL A007] to construction to completely furnished, ready for occupancy. 

4.5.6  Government On-Site Representatives.  With the award of a Deployment Task Order, the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) will designate by name and title both an Administrative Contracting  Officer (ACO), Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE), and a Technical Representative(s) (TR) to represent the Government on-site and deal with contracting and technical issues arising out of the execution of the task order.  Specific authorities and/or restrictions (if any) will be provided to the contractor by written confirmation of the PCO.

4.5.6.1  Contractor Support For Government Representatives.  The contractor shall be responsible for providing life support (lodging, feeding, etc.), equipment, and space for Government representatives as specified in each task order.

4.6  Backfill Support.  MOOTW/SSC support may entail a requirement to augment the sustaining force at an Air Force base (United States or overseas). This backfill support will not be in the form of personal services.
5.0  SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS.

5.1  Contractor Status with Host Nation Government.  Contractors are expected to comply with all applicable US and international law, Status of Forces Agreements (SOFAs), and Host Nation Support Agreements (HNSAs). Unless addressed otherwise by international agreement, contractor personnel are subject to the law of the nation in which they are located. This means that contractors must be prepared to comply with all local taxes, immigration requirements, customs formalities and duties, environmental rules, bond or insurance requirements, work permits, and transportation or safety codes. The fact that the military force for which they are performing services enjoys certain exemptions from local law does not mean contractor personnel are also exempt--generally, contractor personnel are not exempt from local law. During a declared war, contractor personnel accompanying the armed forces are subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the military and the Uniform Code of Military Justice. However, in all circumstances contractors are subject to host nation criminal law, unless specifically addressed otherwise by international agreement. Under newly enacted United States law, contractor employees and other civilians accompanying the armed forces can also be prosecuted by the United States for criminal acts.

5.2  Contractor Liaison with Host Nation Government.  Communication by the contractor with officials, representatives, and/or offices of the Host Nation Government whose country wherein a task order is or might be planned/executed shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer.  This coordination does not include contractor responsibility for obtaining routine items to conduct day-to-day business; such as visas, permits, local labor union discussions, and custom clearances. 

5.3  Required Insurance, IAW FAR 28.306 (b).  Task orders for specific deployments may include the requirement for higher monetary insurance limits depending on the deployment location.  Increased requirements will be negotiated on individual task orders as necessary.

5.4  English Speaking Representative.  The contractor shall have personnel who can read and speak the English language as managers/supervisors of all sites and functions (i.e. emergency support, electrical support, airfield support, environmental management, food service, lodging, troop support) at the sites at all times.  These managers/supervisors shall be capable of receiving instructions in English and translating the instructions into the language of their workforce.  The Contracting Officer shall have the right to determine whether the proposed representative has sufficient English capabilities.  The contractor shall immediately replace any individual not acceptable to the contracting officer.

6.0  REPORTS, DATA, AND OTHER DELIVERABLES.

6.1  FLASH Reports [CDRL A004].  FLASH reports should be written to highlight fast moving, critical or sensitive information requiring the immediate attention of the Contracting Officer or Program Management Office. The reports are to be submitted “as required” and in whatever detail is necessary to adequately convey the issue(s).  FLASH reports should be submitted in a format provided by the contractor and approved by the Contracting Officer.  At a minimum, the report must have distinct cover sheet and page markings indicating an “AFCAP FLASH Report.”

6.2  Monthly Status Reports [CDRL A002].  Are required to address task order work--monthly status information for each task order should be contained in a separate section of the monthly report.

6.3  Minutes of Meetings/Conferences [CDRL A006].  The contractor shall provide a copy of minutes of all meetings or conferences relative to this work.

6.4  Performance and Cost Reports [CDRL A005].  Cost reporting information shall be provided by the contractor.  The report should address costs by all task orders, as well as show projected versus actual spend rates.  Deployment task order costs should identify functional costs (e.g., Civil Engineer versus Services) attributable to each task order.

6.5  List of Deliverables.

7.0  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS.  The contractor is required to provide a security program and have appropriate clearances for key personnel and program administration for access to United States Department of Defense classified information up to SECRET material.

Section III

8.0  Government Furnished Services and Information.

8.1  Planning Information.  The Air Force has several publications/guides for contingency operations, services, and construction.  These publications will be provided to the contractor upon request.

8.2  Government Responsibilities During a Deployment Task Order.  Much of the below listed information is directed by the Acting Secretary of the Air Force in an 8 February 2001 policy letter, Interim Policy Memorandum—Contractors in the Theater.  This information is provided to outline the Air Force’s policy and guidance of contractors working theater contingency operations and the Government’s responsibilities.  For complete details, see Appendix E.

8.2.1  Non-Combatant Status.  During contingencies that constitute international armed conflicts, contractor personnel are non-combatant persons accompanying the armed forces but may nevertheless be subject to hostile action because of the support they provide in close proximity to combat forces. Commanders should take care to ensure contractor personnel are not used in any manner that would jeopardize their status under international law as non-combatant persons accompanying the armed forces. Assuming they have not jeopardized their status as noncombatants, if captured during an international armed conflict, contractor personnel accompanying the armed forces are afforded the same protection granted to Prisoners of War (POWs) under the Third Geneva Convention of 1949.  Air Force commanders should not issue firearms to contractor personnel operating on their installations, nor should they allow contractor personnel to carry personally owned weapons. With the express permission of the geographic CINC and in consultation with host nation authorities, Air Force commanders may deviate from this prohibition of firearms only in the most unusual circumstances (e.g., for protection from bandits or dangerous animals if no military personnel are present to provide protection).

8.2.2  Site Security.  Task orders will be issued for locations where the Government has secured the site(s)--a “noncombatant environment” (see Appendix A, “Definitions”).  Nonetheless, as required for the location, the Government will be responsible for perimeter defense, and ingress and egress inspections.  As many locations could continue to be subject to armed assault (terrorist or other), the contractor and his personnel will be expected to take whatever prudent measures are recommended by the Government (including evacuation) for specific locations.

8.2.3  Contractor Support Services.  When contractor personnel are deployed in support of Air Force operations, the Air Force may provide or make available, under terms and conditions as specified in the contract, force protection and support services commensurate with those provided to DoD civilian personnel to the extent authorized by US and host nation law. These services may include but are not limited to medical/dental care, messing, quarters, special clothing, equipment, training, mail, and emergency notification. Air Force units are to provide only those goods and services to contractor personnel that are specified in the terms of the contract when authorized under host nation law or applicable international agreement.  If the Government provides support services to contractor personnel, it may increase the overall cost to the Government.  Planning to provide this support to contractors must include a careful review of host nation law and applicable international agreements as well as contract pricing, budget, and military manpower.

8.2.4  Contractor Transportation Coordination.  Although the AFCAP contractor is generally expected to obtain their own transportation support for specific task orders, movements into or out of a particular theater of operations may well be militarily controlled/constrained.  Therefore, as dictated by specific task orders, the contractor will coordinate through the AFCAP Program Management Office with US Transportation Command and/or the Task Order MAJCOM sponsor on the contractor’s transportation plans.  In specific instances, the government may elect to supply the air, water, or land transport, or may elect to specify the routing and/or slot times available for support to the specific task order site(s).

8.2.5  Contractor Communications Coordination.  The contractor shall coordinate task order communications requirements through the Task Order MAJCOM sponsor to preclude radio frequency interference and availability of telephone lines at a task order site(s) and to obtain contractor information system interoperability with USAF and/or government information systems.

8.2.6  Military Garments.  Air Force commanders should not issue military garments (e.g., BDUs, Gortex jackets) to contractor personnel. Exceptions may be made for compelling reasons such as a need for chemical protective equipment when the contract requires the Government to issue such items rather than requiring the contractor to provide them to its personnel. Should commanders issue any type of standard uniform item to contractor personnel, care must be taken to require that the contractor personnel be distinguishable from military personnel through the use of some distinctively colored patches, armbands, or headgear.

8.3  Other Support.  The contractor shall assume no government logistical support will be available at a task order location.  However, any support available to the contractor in the best interest of the government will be specifically included in a task order.  Emergency evacuation support, feeding, billeting, medical, or other may be provided as necessary in the best interest of the government as directed by the contracting officer.

Section IV

APPENDIX - A

DEFINITIONS
1. A-RATIONS.  Perishable and semi-perishable foods used in food service facilities where refrigeration is available (e.g., fresh fruits and vegetables, ice cream, etc.). 

2. AIR FORCE CONTRACT AUGMENTATION PROGRAM (AFCAP).  Program with contract capabilities for civilian personnel, equipment and supplies to augment or relieve base operating support functions during military operations other than war and other unforeseen military emergencies.

3. AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY.  Those geographic boundaries in which a MAJCOM or other DOD component organization has an assigned mission to provide complete military planning, operations, and support functions.

4. B-RATIONS.  Operational rations designed for mass feeding where food service equipment is available, but for which refrigeration is limited or unavailable.  Consists of approximately one hundred (100) semi-perishable items, mainly canned and hydrated.

5. BARE BASE.  A site with a usable runway, taxiway, aircraft parking areas, and a source of water that can be made potable.  The concept assumes minimum essential infrastructure capabilities either exist or can be installed.  The location must be ultimately able to support assigned aircraft, permitting Air Force flight operations.  Typically, the build-up of a bare base to full operational capability is accomplished using either military mobility assets, or commercial temporary structures and infrastructure, or some combination of both.

6. Beddown.  Initial deployment phase wherein requirements are focused on rapid and effective implementation of operational requirements.  Support efforts can be categorized into three areas of activity:  housekeeping, industrial, and flightline (see reference 27, Appendix B, for a detailed explanation).  Support priorities are generally established as:  mission operational requirements (e.g., launching and recovering aircraft), utility systems and services, transportation network, essential support facilities, and other support facilities.

7. COLLOCATED OPERATING BASE (COB).  A base hosted by an Ally that can be used to beddown Air Force augmenting forces.  COBs require support to accommodate reception, beddown, launch, and recovery of USAF aircraft.  A COB may be a main, standby, or limited base of the Ally.

8. CONUS (Continental United States).  CONUS, as used herein, shall include the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia.  For the purpose of establishing the appropriate per diem rate, Alaska and Hawaii shall be considered as overseas.

9. CUSTOMER.  The person(s) requiring the work and providing the funds.  Generally, Civil Engineer, Services, and Logistics individuals who provide the one-on-one relationship with the Air Force’s AFCAP program management office and the contractor.

10. ENROUTE BASE.  A base/location used for crew rest/changes to enable a loaded aircraft to continue on to a “hub” operating location.  Limited trans-load capability and passenger “remain overnight” facilities will be maintained if an aircraft is unable to continue to its off-load location. 

11. FACILITIES.  Any structure (including buildings), pavement, or utility system that supports deployment sites.

12. FLIGHTLINE FACILITIES.  Similar in concept to the Air Force’s Harvest Falcon mobility assets.  Facilities are installed to house operational and maintenance functions associated with the aircraft flying mission(s).  Examples of flightline facility functions include: Squadron Operations, Alert lodging, Crash/Rescue fire station, Shops (e.g., Propulsion, Avionics, Wheel & Tire, Aerospace Ground Equipment, Parachute, Pneudraulic & Environmental, Non-destructive Inspection (NDI), Life Support, Fuels, Electrical Maintenance, aircraft hangars, etc.).  Includes all required utility support in addition to unique airfield needs (e.g., airfield lighting, arresting barriers, etc.).  Specific task orders will delineate contractor requirements.

13. FORWARD OPERATING LOCATION (FOL).  An airfield used to support tactical operations without establishing full support facilities.  The FOL may be used for an extended time period.  Backup support by a main operating base (MOB) is required.

14. HARVEST EAGLE.  A nickname given to a selected package of essential items of equipment and supplies required to support forces and personnel under bare base conditions.  It is an air transportable housekeeping package designed to support activities deployed to remote areas where it is not feasible to preposition assets.  Harvest Eagle sets, designed to support 1,100 personnel, are designated as War Reserve Materiel (WRM) and maintained in a ready-to-deploy status. 

15. HARVEST FALCON.  A nickname given to a selected package of mobile facility, utility and equipment assets required to support forces and aircraft under bare base conditions.  These WRM assets are packaged in air transportable sets to include housekeeping, industrial, initial flightline, and follow-on flightline.  Harvest Falcon sets are designed to support increments of 1,100 personnel and squadron size aircraft deployments.

16. Host Nation Support.  Civil and military assistance rendered in peace and war by a host nation to allied forces that are located on or in transit through the host nation’s territory.  The basis for such commitments are bilateral or multilateral agreements concluded between the host nation and the nation(s) having forces operating on the host nation’s territory.

17. HOUSEKEEPING FACILITIES.  Similar in concept to the Air Force’s Harvest Falcon mobility assets.  Facilities intended to take care of people needs--providing housing, feeding, and hygiene support for the supported population.  Includes support for such things as laundry, cantonment area administrative needs, morale, welfare, and recreation needs, etc.  Inclusive of all required utilities to operate same.  Specific task orders will delineate contractor requirements.

18. HUB LOCATION (AIRLIFT).  Interface location between the strategic and theater airlift distribution systems.

19. INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES.  Similar in concept to the Air Force’s Harvest Falcon mobility assets.  Facilities are installed to house functions such as Civil Engineer shops, supply warehousing, vehicle maintenance shops, chapels, field exchanges, packing and crating, etc.  Utilities and connections are included.  Specific task orders will delineate contractor requirements.

20. INITIAL CONSTRUCTION [Joint Pub 4-04].  Characterized by austere facilities requiring minimal engineer effort.  Intended for immediate austere operational use by units upon arrival in theater for a limited time ranging up to six months (depending on the specific facility).  May require replacement by more substantial or durable facilities during the course of operations.

21. LIMITED BASE.  A base that is austerely manned and normally has no permanently assigned operational tactical forces, but may possess a small force for special operations (weather surveillance, alert aircraft, special purpose aircraft, etc.).  With personnel augmentation, this base is capable of receiving deployed forces.  It may have facilities for communications, air traffic control, navigational aids, maintenance, base supply, munitions, weather, medical services, lodging, messing, transportation, and operational support.  It may or may not be supported in peacetime as a satellite of a main base.

22. MAIN OPERATING BASE (MOB).  A base on which essential buildings and facilities are erected.  Total organizational and intermediate maintenance capability exists for assigned weapon systems.  The intermediate maintenance capability may be expanded to support specific weapon systems deployed to the MOB. 

23. NONCOMBATANT.  Any unarmed civilian wearing non-military clothing and insignia operating in a theater of military operations, especially during wartime--as opposed to military personnel “under arms.”

24. NONCOMBATANT ENVIRONMENT.  For purposes of this contract, a noncombatant environment is defined as a site-operating environment wherein direct hostilities are not evident, though there may have been such or they may reoccur.  Placing the contractor in a noncombatant environment does not mean risk (or threat) of armed conflict has been eliminated.  Rather, it means the Government has concluded there is a reasonable expectation of sufficient security permitting contractor operations as specified in the Task Order.

25. OPERATIONAL RATIONS.  rations specially packaged, processed, or prepared for operational or emergency conditions.  Packaged operational rations are designed for individual use in the field (sometimes enhanced with beverages and other food items as conditions warrant).

26. PERMANENT CONSTRUCTION.  Similar to semi-permanent construction, but extends life expectancy to more than 25 years and stresses low maintenance and low life cycle cost.

27. Reconstitution.  A phase generally occurring at the end of a deployment, but could also occur when mobility assets are replaced by commercial assets.  In the context of this contract, reconstitution involves the operator level maintenance preparation for shipment, including inventorying, cleaning, packing, and turn-in of Government furnished equipment and/or AFCAP equipment to a location (or agency) as designated by the Contracting Officer. 

28. Recovery.  A phase of support that could occur at any time during a deployment.  AFCAP contractor support may be required to assist in recovering the base infrastructure and associated missions as a result of an event that created damage to the deployment facilities and/or infrastructure.

29. Restoration.  Final phase of a deployment wherein the land and facilities are to be returned to the host nation or other “owner” following completion of the mission.  Tasks will typically include removal of temporary construction and utilities, replanting, grading, required environmental clean-up, etc.

30. SEMI-PERMANENT CONSTRUCTION.  Includes buildings and facilities designed and constructed to serve a life expectancy of 5 to 25 years, should be energy efficient, and should have finishes, materials, and systems selected for a moderate degree of maintenance using the life cycle approach.

31. SPOKE (AIRLIFT).  The interface lines of communications between the strategic and theater airlift distribution systems.

32. STANDBY BASE.  An austere base designated for wartime use having adequate airfield facilities to accept deployed aircraft.  A standby base is maintained in a caretaker status until it is fully augmented, at which time it is capable of receiving and employing assigned aircraft.  To initiate and sustain operations, supporting personnel, supplies, and equipment must be provided.

33. Sustainment.  Phase reached when at least a majority of beddown tasks have been completed and the focus shifts to operating and maintaining what is in-place, providing needed services, and upgrading activities as required.  Sustainment may continue indefinitely depending upon the mission scenario.

34. T-RATIONS.  Food items pre-cooked and packaged in multiple serving, sealed containers (or called “tray packs”).  Served after heating by hot water immersion or other suitable method.

35. TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION [Joint Pub 4-04].  Characterized by minimum facilities.  Intended to increase efficiency of operations for use extending to 24 months.  Provides for sustained operations.  Replaces “initial” standard in some cases where mission requirements dictate.  Temporary standard construction can be used from the start of an operation if directed by a combatant (field) commander.

 APPENDIX - D

DEPLOYMENT CAPABILITIES
1.  Deployed Management/Services
1.1  Management Cell.  Contractor shall establish an on-site central management cell for (at a minimum):

1.1.1  Contractor management responsibilities, including scheduling, Management Plan updating, supervision, cost control, etc., necessary to assure Task Order success.

1.1.2  Contractor and customer work order/job order receipt, processing, and control.

1.1.3  Logistics/procurement management.

1.1.4  Contractor command, control, and communications.

1.1.5  Liaison (point of contact) with the on-site customer.

1.2  Security.  Contractor shall:

1.2.1  Develop and implement OPSEC/COMSEC procedures.

1.2.2  Develop and implement internal contractor controls to provide physical security protection (e.g., secure property from theft).

1.3  Professional engineering.  The contractor shall provide home office and/or on-site professional architect-engineer services (including foreign sources) appropriate to the task order scenario.

2.  Airfield Support.  Provide operation, maintenance, repair, installation, and renovation of airfield requirements.

2.1  Airfield unique facilities--e.g., control tower(s), hangars, hardened aircraft shelters, NAVAID shelters, etc.

2.2  Airfield surfaces (including underlying structures)--e.g., runway(s), taxiway(s), aircraft parking ramp(s), hot cargo pad(s), grounding points, tie downs, sweeping, foreign object removal, snow and ice control, implement Bird Aircraft Strike Hazard (BASH) recommendations, vegetation control, soil stabilization, clear zone maintenance (e.g., tree removal), etc.

2.3  Aircraft Arresting System Barrier(s)--e.g., operation (setup & resets), including operator level maintenance and repair (installation/removal done by others).

2.4  Lighting--e.g., commercially installed high/low voltage, Emergency Airfield Lighting Set (EALS), strobes, Pulsed Light Approach Slope Indicator (PLASI), Visual Approach Slope Indicator (VASI), Precision Approach Path Indicator (PAPI) systems, “ball park” ramp lighting systems, foreign systems, etc.

2.5  Markings/Striping--e.g., runway centerline/edges, taxiway centerlines, hold lines, magnetic compass runway orientation numbering, distance/barrier markers, touchdown zone stripes, aircraft parking layouts, etc.

2.6  Emergency Power--e.g., dedicated emergency power for selected critical facilities/infrastructure (e.g., control tower, lighting, etc.).

3. Infrastructure Support.  Provide operation, maintenance, repair, installation, and renovation of infrastructure requirements.  Contract focus will be on providing “temporary” methods and materials to solve tasked requirements (e.g., tents, expandable/portable buildings, and modular systems).

3.1  Facility Support.  Air Force basing typically includes some existing infrastructure so “construction” craft personnel skilled in disciplines such as structural, electrical, plumbing, mechanical, fire and security alarms, etc., shall be provided by the contractor as appropriate to the task order scenario.

3.2  Utilities  

3.2.1  Electrical Distribution System--e.g., high/low voltage, AC/DC, switching, underground, pole mounted, surface laid, transformers, converters, etc.

3.2.2  Power Production--e.g., receive and distribute commercial power; install and operate prime generator plant for task order infrastructure, standby generators, etc.

3.2.3  Water Distribution & Storage System--e.g., storage (e.g., elevated tanks, bladders, etc.), pumps, piping (e.g., underground, surface laid, etc.),  valving, metering, etc.

3.2.4  Water Production and Treatment--e.g., tap commercial sources, drill wells, operate existing water treatment plants, establish expedient water treatment plant, chlorinate, fluoridate, etc.

3.2.5  Sewage Distribution System--e.g., underground, surface laid, valving, lift stations, clean outs, etc.

3.2.6  Sewage Treatment Plant--tie into commercial system, operate existing plant, develop expedient treatment (e.g., leach field, lagoon), etc.

3.2.7  Steam Plant (heat)--operate, maintain, and repair.

3.2.8  Fire Protection Systems--e.g., existing installed systems (e.g., sprinkler, deluge, halon, standpipe, etc.).  Support expedient installation of fire protection systems and/or add to existing systems.

3.2.9  Natural Gas Distribution--e.g., existing natural gas distribution systems.

3.2.10  Compressed Air System--e.g., existing compressed air systems.

3.2.11  Propane and/or Fuel Oil Storage & Distribution Systems (heat)--e.g., propane and/or fuel oil systems.

3.2.12  Alarm Systems--e.g., fire and security alarm distribution systems and associated central monitoring stations.

3.2.13  Energy Monitoring and Control Systems (EMCS)--e.g., existing EMCS.

3.2.14  Storm Drainage System.

3.3  Petroleum, Oils, Lubricants (POL)

3.3.1  Aircraft Storage--e.g., tanks (above, underground), bladders, etc.

3.3.2  Aircraft POL Distribution System--e.g., hydrant system, manifolds, lines (above, underground), pumps, valves, etc. 

3.3.3  Non-aircraft POL Storage--e.g., tanks (above, underground), bladders, etc.

3.3.4  Non-aircraft POL Distribution System--e.g., dispensers, lines (above, underground), pumps, valves, etc.

3.4  Solid Waste Management

3.4.1  Landfill--e.g., establish, operate (maintain), repair, and close.

3.4.2  Solid Waste--e.g., establish pickup points and appropriate containers, pickup and transport to landfill or commercial solid waste pickup point.

3.4.3  Recycle--e.g., establish and operate a recycling program as appropriate and required by a specific task order (e.g., paper, plastic, glass, metals, chemicals, etc.).

3.4.4  Incineration.
3.5  Roads/Parking

3.5.1  Paved--e.g., all surfaces (asphalt, concrete, etc.), including subsurface structures and striping.

3.5.2  Unimproved (Dirt)--e.g., stabilization, grading, mud and dust control, etc.

3.6  Security Structures--e.g., structures such as chain link fencing, barbed wire fencing, razor tape, observation towers, defensive fighting positions, and electrically or hydraulically operated entry barriers.

4.  Environmental.  

4.1  Permits--support for preparation/submittal.

4.2  Hazardous Material--support for management, inventory/control, ultimate disposition.

4.3  Hazardous Waste.  Perform required management, collection, storage, and disposal in accordance with applicable laws/regulations. 

4.4  Pest/Vegetation Control.  Assess needs.  Apply appropriate agents.

4.5  Environmental Clean-up.  Provide capability to clean-up and contain localized environmental spills resulting from MOOTW/SSC activities.  

5.  Emergency Support Services.

5.1  Fire Protection.  Provide full range of fire protection to include fire prevention and hazardous materials response/mitigation support.  All fire fighters, to include supervisory levels (e.g., fire chief, crew chief, station chief, assistant chief, etc.) must be certified or have equivalent experience to meet the requirements outlined in the appropriate National Fire Protection Association professional qualifications standards.

5.1.1  Prevention.  Develop fire prevention programs and promote fire prevention awareness.  Personnel must be certified “Fire Inspector I or II,” or have equivalent experience to meet the requirements outlined in the National Fire Protection Association professional qualification standard 1031, Professional Qualifications for Fire Inspector.

5.1.2  HAZMAT.  Provide appropriate HAZMAT response capability.  Personnel must be trained and employer certified per Code of Federal Regulations 29 CFR 1910.120 (Q) at the “Awareness, Operations, Incident Command, and/or Technician” level as appropriate for the specific task order scenario.

5.2  Emergency Management.  Provide programs which seamlessly integrate into Air Force emergency management programs, standards, and procedures.  Nationally recognized emergency management certification is desirable.  This capability may be required strictly to support contractor’s work force, or it may be required to augment or replace Air Force emergency management capabilities at a specific site(s)--to be defined with each task order.

5.2.1  Planning.  Develop, coordinate, and publish site specific emergency management plans.  Plans must address actions to prepare for, survive during, respond to, and recover from local natural, man-made, or technological disasters.

5.2.2  Warning Systems.  Identify requirements, install, operate, and maintain an integrated emergency warning system.  The system must provide standard Air Force notification for personnel at risk and recall of disaster response and control personnel. 

6.  Ancillary Capabilities.  Provide maintenance, repair, installation, and renovation of a variety of ancillary requirements.

6.1  Facility Hardening--e.g., berming, sandbagging, plywood reinforcing, shoring,  etc.

6.2  Dispersal--e.g., where dispersal is required establish multiple storage, parking, maintenance sites. 

6.3  Obstacles--e.g., entry obstacles, delaying obstacles, etc.

6.4  Redundancy Measures--e.g., add redundancy to utilities (looped systems), provide additional “spare” generators, add capacity and/or systems to critical facility air conditioning requirements, etc.

7.  Reconstitution.  Includes “tear down,” clean, repackage, inventory, and turn-in government (including AFCAP contractor purchased) equipment where and to whom specified by task order or the Contracting Officer.

8.  Restoration.

8.1  Remove temporary improvements (facilities, utilities, roads, etc.).

8.2  Perform operations to return land to host nation required conditions.

9.  Services (Morale, Welfare, Recreation, & Services).

9.1  Food Service.  Provide food service support using field and garrison equipment and facilities.  Contractor furnished equipment may be required.  Preparation of up to four meals per day may be required using A, B and T rations.  Distribute operational rations; i.e., Meals Ready to Eat (MRE), as needed.  Contractor shall maintain food accountability using task order prescribed procedures and forms.  Personnel working in Food Service must be certified as Food Handlers (see AFMAN 34-405, Food Service Program Management, Appendix B, References).

9.2  Troop Support.  Order, receive, store, issue, secure, and account for all subsistence to support food operations.  Purchase subsistence directly from vendors (US or foreign national) and transport to the final destination.  All purchases must be from sources approved by military public health as meeting public health standards.

9.3  Lodging.  Provide central lodging processing point for allocation of space for various categories of personnel (i.e., male, female, officer, enlisted, aircrew, etc.).  Operate locator system and provide housekeeping support.  Use space in commercial quarters or contingency quarters as directed.  Contractor furnished lodging facilities may be required.

9.4  Laundry.  Provide laundry operations to support individual self-help, organizational and medical requirements.

9.5  Fitness.  Set up and manage individual and intramural sports activities.  Provide, maintain, and monitor use of fitness equipment, facilities, and programs for strength and cardiovascular conditioning.

9.6  Recreation.  Provide a variety of recreational and leisure time activities such as 16 or 35mm movies, VHS videos, table games, tours, equipment check-out, reading materials (books, periodicals, newspapers, etc.).  Provide electronic library reference material, etc., and an assortment of current newspapers.

10.  Materiel Support.

10.1  Mobility/War Readiness Materiel (WRM)--e.g., Harvest Falcon, Harvest Eagle assets.

10.1.1  Erection/Installation.  Augment or relieve military forces in the erection/installation of mobility/WRM assets.

10.1.2  Existing Infrastructure.  Perform routine operation, maintenance, repair, or renovation, including disassembly/reconstitution.

10.2  Contingency/Disaster Relief Materiel.  Procure, transport, and store materiel to support contingency and disaster relief operations.  Support may include materiel management, handling, and inventory.

11.  General.

11.1  Real Property Leasing.  As the task order scenario dictates, the contractor shall lease existing facilities and/or land in order to meet task order requirements, but only after explicit written Contracting Officer approval.

11.2  Land Clearing and Grubbing.  Provide heavy equipment and operators to prepare land for use/occupancy, including creating and compacting subsurface support structures (base course, sub-base course, etc.); leveling for airfield surfaces, roads, and facilities; sloping for drainage, etc.

11.3  Aircraft Gunnery Range Clearance Operations.  Provide active range clearance operations at Service Class A primary training ranges to include collection, inspection, disposal, and removal of all sub-scale practice bombs and range residue.
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Force operations in wartime and contingency operations. The attached paper:
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Joint Publication 4-0, Doctrine for Logistics Support of Joint Operations,
Chapter V, Contractors in the Theater, sets forth doctrine on the use of U.S.
contractors in theater and provides a framework for addressing contractor
support issues. Contractor support continues to increase in significance as a
major contributor in military operations. Properly applied contractor support
is a force multiplier and enhances the CINC’s operational capability.

It is USAF policy to integrate increased commercial participation in the
Total Force while preserving our core Air Force competencies. The attached
paper represents the latest Air Force level guidance for immediate use and
implementation. Some issues, like contractor status under international law,
cross Service lines and require further review. As these are resolved, additional
information will be published.

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USAF GUIDANCE ON

CONTRACTORS IN THE THEATER

The purpose of this paper is to provide consistent and uniform guidance on the use of US contractor personnel to augment the support of Air Force operations in wartime and contingency operations. It further describes the Air Force Contractors in the Theater concept, responsibilities, policy and implementing procedures. This guidance applies to all Air Force elements. Ensure widest dissemination.

Our international obligations are clear: Civilian contractor personnel accompanying Air Force forces are not combatants and must not be allowed to act as combatants during Air Force operations. However, civilian contractor personnel have historically provided support to fielded military forces and international law allows for such activities. Therefore, it is USAF policy to integrate increased commercial support to the Total Force wherever appropriate while preserving our core uniformed USAF competencies.

The risks must be minimized when determining to use contractors in providing essential services. A uniformed capability to provide essential services should be maintained in the event the operational environment precludes the use of contractors. Full consideration of the impact of contractors must be addressed in developing operational plans (ref AFM 10-401, Vol 2, Planning Formats and Guidance). Commanders should limit the designation of “essential contract services” (lAW DoDI 3020.37, Continuation of Essential DoD Contractor Services During Crisis) to those truly indispensable to the accomplishment of the unit’s operational mission. Contracts will identify which services are essential. If the contract has essential services, contractor support requirements must be integrated fully into the Total Force structure and planning to ensure mission accomplishment (ref AFM 10-401, Vol 2, Planning Formats & Guidance;.

Any determination regarding commercial support must consider the essential services that must be maintained and the risks associated due to possible contractor non-performance. In the event contractors are not able to perform their assigned tasks, uniformed military augmentation must be available and integrated into planning. DoDI 3020.37 must be followed for contracts containing essential services and appropriate contingency plans developed.

Contractors are expected to comply with all applicable US and international law. Unless addressed otherwise by international agreement, contractor personnel are subject to the law of the nation in which they are located. This means that contractors must be prepared to comply with all local taxes, immigration requirements, customs formalities and duties, environmental rules, bond or insurance requirements, work permits, and transportation or safety codes. The fact that the military force for which they are performing services enjoys certain exemptions from local law does not mean contractor personnel are also exempt--generally, contractor personnel are not exempt from local law. During a declared war, contractor personnel accompanying the armed forces are subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the military and the Uniform Code of Military Justice. However, in all circumstances contractors are subject to host nation criminal law, unless specifically addressed otherwise by international agreement. Under newly enacted United States law, contractor employees and other civilians accompanying the armed forces can also be prosecuted by the United States for criminal acts.

When contractor personnel are deployed in support of Air Force operations, the Air Force may provide or make available, under terms and conditions as specified in the contract, force protection and support services commensurate with those provided to DoD civilian personnel to the extent authorized by US and host nation law. These services may include but are not limited to medical/dental care, messing, quarters, special clothing, equipment, training, mail, and emergency notification. Air Force units are to provide only those goods and services to contractor personnel that are specified in the terms of the contract when authorized under host nation law or applicable international agreement. If the Government provides support services to contractor personnel, it may increase the overall cost to the Government. Planning to provide this support to contractors must include a careful review of host nation law and applicable international agreements as well as contract pricing, budget, and military manpower. (ref AFM 10-401, Vol 2)

Commanders and the requiring activity will determine what are essential services and submit requirements, including proposed support services, to the contracting officer to modify existing contracts. All future contracts will need a determination if essential services exist and, if necessary, incorporate requirements in the statement of work (SOW). SOW language should also include applicable deployment requirements, both medical and physical, and allow for contractor information system interoperability with USAF and/or government information systems.

During contingencies that do not constitute international armed conflicts, the status of contractor personnel accompanying the armed forces is entirely determined by host nation law or applicable status of forces agreements, although contractors are seldom included in such agreements. During contingencies that constitute international armed conflicts, contractor personnel are non-combatant persons accompanying the armed forces but may nevertheless be subject to hostile action because of the support they provide in close proximity to combat forces. Commanders should take care to ensure contractor personnel are not used in any manner that would jeopardize their status under international law as non-combatant persons accompanying the armed forces. Assuming they have not jeopardized their status as noncombatants, if captured during an international armed conflict, contractor personnel accompanying the armed forces are afforded the same protection granted to Prisoners of War (POWs) under the Third Geneva Convention of 1949.

Air Force commanders should not issue firearms to contractor personnel operating on their installations, nor should they allow contractor personnel to carry personally owned weapons. With the express permission of the geographic CINC and in consultation with host nation authorities, Air Force commanders may deviate from this prohibition of firearms only in the most unusual circumstances (e.g., for protection from bandits or dangerous animals if no military personnel are present to provide protection).

Air Force commanders should not issue military garments (e.g., BDUs, Gortex jackets) to contractor personnel. Exceptions may be made for compelling reasons such as a need for chemical protective equipment when the contract requires the Government to issue such items rather than requiring the contractor to provide them to its personnel. Should commanders issue any type of standard uniform item to contractor personnel, care must be taken to require that the contractor personnel be distinguishable from military personnel through the use of some distinctively colored patches, arm bands, or headgear.

Although many contractor personnel supporting Air Force operations are former military members, the contract and commanders must make it clear that contractor personnel have no military status.

Pursuant to the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. 1651 et seqj US contractor personnel deployed in a theater of operations to perform “public work” may qualify for workers’ compensation if injured, killed or missing while deployed. Compensation and limitations are further explained in the War Hazards Compensation Act (42 U.S.C. 1701 et sea]. Ordinarily, contractors will be required to obtain insurance coverage for such risks and potential compensation on behalf of its employees (FAR 28.305, 52.228-3 or 52.223-4).

The guidance outlined in this paper should be widely disseminated and incorporated into applicable Air Force directives and instructions.

CONTRACTOR’S ACCOUNTING SYSTEM

(a) The contractor recognizes the reporting requirements associated with the expenditure of appropriated funds.  In support of those reporting requirements, the contractor hereby agrees to maintain and utilize an accounting system capable of tracking workload associated with multiple fund cites as indicated in Schedule B.  The contractor further agrees to provide a detailed monthly invoice that reflects the labor and material costs associated with each service area and fund cite. 

(b) The contractor shall maintain an accounting system that is adequate for determining costs applicable to this contract.

CONTRACTOR’S PURCHASING SYSTEM
The selected contractor will be required to have an approved purchasing system in accordance with FAR 44.3.  The ACO will conduct a review of the contractor’s purchasing system after award of the contract. 

CONTRACTOR ACCESS TO AIR FORCE INSTALLATIONS (MAY 1996)

(a) The contractor shall obtain base identification and vehicle passes for all contractor personnel who make frequent visits to or perform work on the Air Force installation(s) cited in the contract. Contractor personnel are required to wear or prominently display installation identification badges or contractor-furnished, contractor identification badges while visiting or performing work on the installation.

(e) Upon completion or termination of the contract or expiration of the identification passes, the prime contractor shall ensure that all base identification passes issued to employees and subcontractor employees are returned to the issuing office.

(f) Prior to submitting an invoice for final payment, the prime contractor shall obtain a clearance certification from the issuing office which states all base identification passes have been turned in, accounted for, or transferred to a follow-on contract. This certification shall be submitted to the contracting officer prior to submission of the final invoice for payment.

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from date of award through one year term of the contract (term may be extended IAW FAR 52.217-9).

(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

2. PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION

a. A narrative shall be submitted defining the company's history, organization, and experience, with 

emphasis on performance of tasks outlined in the SOW.  In addition, the offeror shall submit past performance information that is relevant for the last five years. Include past performance history and experience on contracts of this type and magnitude with the Government and/or commercial market. Past performance information for all subcontractors, teaming partners, and/or joint venture partners proposed to perform any aspects of the proposed effort shall also be included. All available information pertaining specifically to these criteria should be included, as well as any other information the offeror feels would demonstrate their ability to accomplish this project/requirement. Include contract numbers, points of contact with telephone numbers/fax numbers and e-mail addresses.  After review, the Government will evaluate the past performance and assign a rating. 

b. 3. TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

a. The Government will incorporate by reference the successful offeror’s technical proposal into the contract upon contract award.  The technical proposal shall then become contractually binding on the successful offeror. 

     (1) The technical proposal shall consist of (a) a proposed AFCAP Management Plan and (b) an execution plan detailing how the Deployment Scenario will be executed.   Each hard copy of the Offeror’s AFCAP Management Plan shall not exceed 250 pages, and the Deployment Scenario execution plan shall not exceed 40 pages.
(a) AFCAP Management Plan. The offeror shall submit an AFCAP Management Plan.  The purpose of the offeror’s AFCAP Management Plan is to demonstrate to the Government the offeror’s capability to perform all the aspects contained in the Statement of Work. This AFCAP Management Plan can be used to manage all contractor activities relating to Air Force base operating support capabilities worldwide; Military Operations Other Than War (MOOTW), Small Scale Contingencies (SSC), and National Command Authority missions; personnel backfill at Department of Defense (DoD) installations; and support of natural disaster relief operations. Once this contract is awarded, the Program Management Office (PMO) will use the AFCAP Management Plan as its baseline-planning document to oversee all site-specific plans, programs, and deployments; maintain the chain of command; and empower its employees to accomplish all assigned missions.  As a minimum, the AFCAP Management Plan will contain the following:

1. Management Control Plan – Management control techniques vital to the successful implementation of an AFCAP task order are included in this plan.  First, command and control procedures must be presented to reflect the offeror’s approach to managing resources and provide the methodology for maintaining standards while employing an evolving work force largely unfamiliar with the PMO’s work processes.  The purpose of the plan is to delineate the real time “chain of command” between the PMO and deployed AFCAP teams around the world.  As such, the Management Control Plan should clearly define responsibilities and authorities to manage resources, maintain visibility of resources through the PMO’s work control and metrics reporting system, and provide a property control system structured to meet varied OCONUS environments.  Secondly, this plan must address cost control by defining accounting and cost control programs and procedures that will be utilized to maintain proper control over expenditures and to assist in developing cost estimates and operating budgets.  Lastly, this plan defines the procedures for developing, maintaining, and reporting project schedules for AFCAP deployments.
2. Personnel Readiness Plan – The purpose of the Personnel Readiness Plan is to describe how the PMO will maintain a database of qualified and available management, engineering, logistics, services, and administrative support personnel to support the AFCAP contract.  This plan will also provide detailed instructions to ensure quick deployment processing and delivery of United States National (USN) personnel on-site in a timely manner, when needed.  It must address how to obtain Local Nationals (LNs) and/or Third Country Nationals (TCNs), when necessary, as labor support at deployment locations.  This plan provides information about personnel skills, location, availability, and categorical costs of team members permanently assigned to the PMO located near Tyndall AFB.  It provides data on all managers, supervisors and skilled workers from within and outside the Continental United States (CONUS) who are available for overseas deployments or are designated to backfill for deployed military forces at CONUS installations.  The Personnel Readiness Plan provides information on total skill set of personnel resources available worldwide, classified by potential theater of operations.  Typical personnel data contained in the Personnel Plan are immunization records; status of passport and visa; status of security clearance; personnel experience, certification, registration, training, and other specialized areas; and military commitments and duties such as Reserve or Guard.

3. Mobilization Plan – This plan is a decision-making module for the AFCAP Management that orchestrates the movement of people, supplies, and material from locations any place on the globe to the deployment sites where they are needed.  It is the principal policy instrument that defines the process and procedures for activation and movement of personnel, equipment, material and other resources in response to a task order.  Its purpose is to assure the assembly and delivery of all required resources within the specified time to accomplish a planning, deployment or planning/deployment task order.  The Mobilization Plan provides a blueprint of steps, which draw on other plans within the AFCAP Management Plan in order to ensure the delivery of appropriately skilled personnel, sufficient materials and other resources to the tasked site.

4. Engineering and Construction Plan – This plan addresses the planning, activating, tasking, and executing all facets of engineering, construction, and environmental services.  Its purpose is to define procedures and processes necessary to prepare site specific plans, perform site visits, perform duties as a member of an ADVON team, procure equipment and materials, manage subcontractors, construct and sustain infrastructure, and return sites to pre-deployment conditions.
5. Facilities Operations and Maintenance Plan – This plan provides the procedures to operate and maintain facilities and systems at AFCAP deployment sites.  It also outlines the planning, coordination, and actions required to focus O&M activities on the objective of ensuring support to the Air Force mission in terms of affordable, comfortable, functional, well-maintained facilities and supporting infrastructure.  Its objective is to ensure support of any tasking scenario with quality maintenance of facilities and supporting infrastructure, a high standard of livability and quality of life at the site, and an environmentally safe workplace.
6. Life Support Plan – This plan determines the level, type, and content of support requirements usually associated with the Air Force Services career field, excluding mortuary affairs.  It will specify the amount, type and level of lodging and food services required for variety of deployment sites ranging from a less austere location to a full bare base environment.  The Life Support Plan will address physical fitness and recreation requirements, laundry and dry cleaning services, and medical and dental services for on-site care and for transport to appropriate medical treatment facilities for the more severe medical and dental needs.
7. Logistics Support Plan – A comprehensive plan is needed to get the right material, supplies, and equipment to the right people at the right time.  Toward that goal, the Logistics Support Plan establishes the PMO’s AFCAP procurement, supply, maintenance, and transportation programs and procedures, and provides the organization to develop site-specific logistics support plans.  This logistics plan delineates the offeror’s Government approved purchasing system and lists existing contacts and contracts the offeror already has established throughout the world which can provide an already available link to local sources of personnel, supplies, equipment, fuels, and services support requirements.  Thus, when equipment, supplies, or material are needed, the offeror can rely on established offices worldwide to identify, negotiate, contract, and award to heavy equipment leasing firms, supplies and material vendors, Country-to-Country agreements, and food/fuel suppliers.  The Logistics Support Plan will include a database for tracking real property (leased and/or purchased), administrative offices, warehouse facilities, vehicle maintenance facilities, supply and material distribution centers, medical facilities, cold storage facilities, and other resources.  The Logistics Support Plan’s database will be capable of providing Total Asset Visibility on worldwide facilities, services, maintenance equipment and supplies.  The database will typically include information about:
a. Sources and listings of fuel and consumable supplies

b. Sources and listings of maintenance equipment

c. Descriptions and quantifications of all categories of required equipment

d. Designation of foreign offices that logistics will be coordinated during deployments (point of contact, phone and fax numbers, locations/address, hours of operations, etc.)
8. Contractor Security Plan – This plan establishes PMO security policy, procedures and responsibilities.  The Contractor Security Plan establishes AFCAP policies and procedures to effectively safeguard classified information and provide effective means to prevent the disclosure of sensitive or classified information.  AFCAP security policies must conform to the Department of Defense (DoD) and Department of the Air force security requirements, and be compliant with DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM).  This plan contains classified material handling, storage, and control procedures, Operational Security (OPSEC) Plan and Communication Security (COMSEC) Plan policies and requirements, and the contractor’s physical security plan.
9. Transportation Plan – The Transportation Plan will contain specific information for transporting resources from assembly sites to deployment sites as well as the return of those resources at task order conclusion.  This plan includes procedures necessary to ensure the efficiency of the transportation process from conception of the task to site delivery.  This plan considers all phases of an AFCAP deployment:  activation; mobilization; beddown; sustainment; and reconstitution, restoration, and closeout.
10. Communications Plan – This plan delineates the technologies and communications infrastructure to support both the planning and deployment phases.  The scope of communications support will include voice, data, pictures, real-time teleconferencing, and worldwide access by Air Force into the AFCAP Management Plan databases, site-specific plans, and projections.  The Communications Plan will include a list of all types of equipment used to support the AFCAP contract effort, and will designate locations and specifications of repeater stations.  It will define the primary and backup plan for linking the PMO office with deployed teams and customers.  The plan will detail how all linkages are established, maintained, and secured for information, data, and image transfer among the PMO, AFCESA, the MAJCOMs, customers, the office of the Air Force Civil Engineer, Site Managers, and worldwide offices used in the support of a task.  The plan will also detail how telecommunications and technologies (e.g., mobile phones, pagers, etc.) will be used to provide redundant 24 hour per day, 365 day per year recall service from the PMO.  It must interface with the Personnel Plan and determine how transportation, logistics, funding and scheduling are performed during a deployment.
11. Subcontracting Plan – This plan will list all of the subcontractors and their specific areas of expertise that are part of the AFCAP team used to carry out the primary functions of the AFCAP contract.  The plan shall also contain small business/minority goals.  
12.  Safety Plan – This plan establishes AFCAP safety policies and procedures to ensure that the work environment is safe and healthful and identifies safe work practices for employees to implement to eliminate unsafe activities.

13. Training Plan – The training plan delineates strategies for ensuring all levels of AFCAP employees are adequately trained to meet assigned planning and deployment taskings.
14. Quality Control Plan – This plan describes how the offeror plans to maintain and document job improvement initiatives and verifies customer satisfaction through inspection, examination, testing, checking/review/follow-up of work activities as set forth in the Government’s Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan  (Section J attachment 6).
b. Deployment Scenario.  The offeror shall review the Deployment Scenario (Section J, Attachment 7) and provide a detailed technical and management solution for the effort and include a cost proposal as outlined in Appendix C, AFCAP Task Order Processing  (i.e. labor, overhead rates, other direct costs, travel, G&A).  The technical and management solution should address plans for cost control (both over and under), cost realism, and cost growth; scope of Civil Engineer services contemplated; scope of Services contemplated; transport plans for air, sea, and land; plans for possible physical characteristics of the site location including terrain and climate; and plans for personnel and physical security. 
4. PRICE/COST PROPOSAL

a. In accordance with FAR 16.301-3(a)(1), before the Government can award a cost-reimbursement contract to an offeror, the Government must determine that the offeror’s accounting system is adequate for determining costs applicable to this contract.  After receipt of initial proposals, the Government will review each offeror’s accounting system to ensure it is adequate for determining costs applicable to this contract.  By submitting a proposal in response to this solicitation, the offeror and all its employees agree to cooperate fully with the Government during the review. 

b. The Offeror shall complete Section B, Supplies or Services and Prices/Costs for the base year and all option years for the Program Management Office [CLIN 0001, 1001, etc.].  The offeror shall submit supporting documentation under separate cover for this price (i.e..).  In addition, the offeror shall propose a base fee rate (if any) and a maximum award fee rate for each task order issued [CLIN 0002, 1002, etc.].  The offeror does not propose an amount for Travel or Data [CLINs 0003, 1003, etc. and 0004].

c. For evaluation purposes only, the contractor shall provide a detailed cost estimate for the Deployment Scenario (See Section J, Attachment 7).

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD 

The Government will evaluate proposals based on the following factors: Mission capability, proposal risk, past performance, and price/cost.  Mission Capability is further divided into the following subfactors: Technical Performance, Program Management, and Small Business Participation. The subfactors Technical Performance and Program Management are of equal importance and, when taken together, are significantly more important than Small Business Participation. In evaluating proposals, the Government will make tradeoffs among the factors, and select the proposal that is most advantageous to the Government.  Mission capability, proposal risk, and past performance are of equal importance and are more important than price/cost.  However, as competing offerors’ mission capability, proposal risk, and past performance become more equal, price/cost become more important in relation to the combined importance of the other factors. 

2. EVALUATION PROCEDURES FOR MISSION CAPABILITY

a. Factor Assessment. The Offeror’s proposal shall, at a minimum, address each of the following subfactors, as they apply to the Statement of Work.  A detailed explanation of the criteria is in paragraph 6 of this provision.  During evaluation of each proposal, the Government will assign each subfactor shown below a color rating and write a narrative evaluation reflecting the subfactor’s strengths and weaknesses. The Government will not roll up subfactor ratings into an overall color rating for Mission Capability.

a. Factor Assessment: During evaluation, the Government will assign a proposal risk rating to each of the Mission Capability subfactors.  Proposal risk focuses on the risks, weaknesses, and strengths associated with an offeror’s proposed approach. A detailed explanation of this factor is in paragraph 6 of this provision.  The Government will not roll up subfactor ratings into an overall Proposal Risk rating.

b. Proposal risk shall be evaluated using the following ratings:

4.  EVALUATION PROCEDURES FOR PAST PERFORMANCE

a. Past Performance - The offeror's proposal shall contain information regarding present and past performance in accordance with the instructions set forth in Section L.  The following ratings shall be assigned after evaluation:

b. The Government will place more weight and consideration on more relevant and recent past performance information.  Essentially, the past performance assessment is the Government’s confidence, based on the Offeror’s performance record, that the Offeror will successfully perform the required effort in accordance with the contract and its proposal.  The past performance assessment includes the evaluation of all past performance information gathered by the Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG).  Further detailed information regarding past performance can be located in paragraph 6 of this provision.   

5.  EVALUATION PROCEDURES FOR PRICE/COST

a. The Government will use the price proposed for the Program Management Office and an evaluation of the cost proposal for the deployment scenario to determine the Best Value Offeror. A detailed explanation of this factor is in paragraph 6 of this provision. 

6. DESCRIPTION OF EVALUATION FACTORS AND SUBFACTORS

A. FACTOR 1 – MISSION CAPABILITY

(1) SUBFACTOR 1 – TECHNICAL PERFORMANCE: 

1. AFCAP Management Plan.  The Government shall evaluate the plan based on the offerors stated ability to meet the requirements of AFCAP. The plan, consisting of a minimum of fourteen sub-plans, must define the processes, functional responsibilities, policies, procedures, and controls required to support any task order that the AFCAP contractor will undertake. Contractor(s) must illustrate their approach to satisfy the requirement for a comprehensive planning tool (identifying deployment requirements and methodologies for deployed forces requirement—e.g., organization and layout, simplicity of use versus complexity of detail, key suppliers, and functional strategies).  Contractor(s) must specify their approach to quickly and independently satisfy the potential need to execute task order capabilities specified in the statement of work at worldwide locations.  Emphasis will be placed on organizing, deploying, and managing resources (people, equipment, and supplies) to, and at, the deployed location. The standard is met when the AFCAP Management Plan provides an approach to readiness and mobilization to meet AFCAP objectives which:

· Explains an approach for worldwide land, sea, and air transportation (independent of military assets) of resources to execute an AFCAP task order;

· Explains an approach to organize, deploy, and manage personnel, equipment, and supplies required to respond to AFCAP taskings;

· Indicates a methodology of how the contractor intends to prioritize the myriad of personnel, equipment, and supplies that must be transported to any worldwide site to support a task order.  (In what sequence will the resources arrive at the site and what impact will that have on accomplishing the task/mission.)

· Explains the contractor’s organization and manner that will ensure AFCAP task orders can be executed at a minimum risk to the Air Force.  

2. Technical Solution to Deployment Scenario.  The Government shall evaluate the offeror’s technical and management solution to the hypothetical deployment scenario for completeness so that the Government has confidence that the offeror has the stated ability to meet the requirements of AFCAP.  Issues to be evaluated within the hypothetical scenario include: a response that parallels the proposed Management Plan; plans for cost control; scope of Civil Engineer support contemplated; scope of Services support contemplated; transport plans for air, sea, and land; plans for possible physical characteristics of the site location including terrain and climate; and plans for personnel and physical security.  

(2) SUBFACTOR 2 – PROGRAM MANAGEMENT

1. Organization and management of the contract and associated tasks required by the statement of work (e.g., identification, organization and management of subcontractors; offeror’s key personnel, responsibility, authority, and experience; program office location and communications plan; international capabilities; obtaining and managing U.S., third country national, and local national personnel associated with task order work; management of schedules and commitments; and quality plan).  Contract’s plan for cost control of the basic task order and task orders will be an important part of program management. The standard is met when the proposal provides an approach to managing the AFCAP contract which:

· Demonstrates a sound methodology for cost control of the basic task order and subsequent task orders,

· Provides an AFCAP Program Management team comprised of individuals experienced in worldwide civil engineer, services, and logistics operations that can reasonably be expected to satisfactorily manage the program, and otherwise presents an approach for managing a complex international effort that displays minimal risk to the Air Force for meeting AFCAP objectives required by the statement of work.

 (3) SUBFACTOR 3 – SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION

This subfactor evaluates the offeror's plan for maximizing participation of small business (Small (SB), HUB Zone small business (HUBZone), small disadvantaged business (SDB), veteran owned small business (VOSB), woman-owned small business concerns (WOSB), Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU) and Minority Institutions (MI). This subfactor only applies to work done in CONUS. The offeror shall provide a clear, detailed, logical and realistic plan for the basic contract period and 7 option years that express definitive commitments for SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs. The offeror must provide, with its offer, specific small business concern targets expressed as dollars and percentages of total contract value. The targets may provide for participation by a prime contractor, joint venture partners, teaming arrangement member, or subcontractor; however, the targets for subcontractors must be listed separately as well as the type of work to be performed. Large Business offerors must also comply with all the requirements of FAR 52.219-9 and DFARS 252.219-7003. The offeror will be evaluated to determine the extent of participation of SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs in performance of the contract based on the following:

(a) The extent to which SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs are specifically identified;

(b) The extent of commitment to use SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs (enforceable commitments will be weighted more heavily than non-enforceable one);

(c) The complexity and variety of the work SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs are to perform; 

(d) The realism of the proposal; 

(e) Past performance of offerors in complying with subcontracting plan goals for SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs and monetary targets for SB/SDB participation;

(f) The extent of participation of SB, HUBZone, SDB, VOSB, WOSB, and HBCU/MIs in terms of the value of the total acquisition.  

NOTE: Small Business Prime Offerors Only: The small business offeror will be evaluated to determine the extent of participation of SDBs utilizing the criteria above (a) -(f). Offerors classification as a small business will be valued greatly in the assessment of this subfactor. A requirement to utilize all other small business types included in this subfactor is not applicable to small business offerors. 

Minimum Standard: The standard is met when the subcontracting plan provides that for the basic contract period and each subsequent option period, a minimum of 23% of the total subcontracting contract value must be subcontracted to small businesses. In addition; each type of small business concern must receive at a minimum the designated percentage of subcontracted dollars each period. The designations are as follows: 

· Small Business (May include SB, SDB, WOSH, VOSH, and HUBZone): 23% of actual total subcontracting dollars.

· Small Disadvantaged Businesses (Includes only SDB and HBCU/MI): 
5% of total subcontracting dollars (Includes small business and large business subcontracting dollars.)

· Women-Owned Small Businesses: 5% of total subcontracting dollars (Includes small business and large business subcontracting dollars.)

· HUBZone Small Business Concerns:  FY 02, 2.5% of total subcontracting dollars (Includes small and large business subcontracting dollars - FY 03 and each fiscal year thereafter, 3% of total subcontracting dollars (Includes small business and large business subcontracting dollars.))

· Veteran-Owned Small Businesses: 3% of total subcontracting dollars (Includes small business and large business subcontracting dollars.)

*Small Businesses proposing as a prime will submit a Subcontracting Performance Plan to be used in the evaluation of this subfactor in lieu of a Small Business Subcontracting Plan. Offerors participating in the

Comprehensive Subcontracting Test Program or utilizing a Master Subcontracting Plan will submit a Subcontracting Performance Plan to be used in the evaluation this subfactor.

B. FACTOR 2 – PROPOSAL RISK

This factor identifies and evaluates the risks, weaknesses, and strengths of the offeror’s proposed approach for each of the Mission Capability subfactors.  The assessment includes any potential for disruption of schedule, increased cost, degradation of performance, the need for increased Government oversight, as well as the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.  Also, the Government will evaluate how the offeror proposes to mitigate any identified risks. 



1.Technical Proposal: Offerors must specify their approach to quickly and independently satisfy the potential need to execute task order capabilities specified in the Statement of Work at worldwide locations. The standard is met when the proposal explains the contractor’s organization and manner in which AFCAP task orders can be executed at a minimum risk to the Government. 



2. Program Management:  The response to this subfactor should demonstrate to the Government that the offeror’s proposed program manager and key/critical personnel possess the experience and capability to understand and accomplish the Government’s objectives and requirements identified in the Statement of Work. The offeror’s process/procedure should describe how the program manager will maintain visibility, quality, and control over all levels of the program. The standard is met when the proposal provides an approach to managing the AFCAP contract that:

· Demonstrates a sound methodology for cost control on subsequent task orders,

· Provides an AFCAP Program Management team comprised of individuals experienced in worldwide civil engineer, services, and logistics operations that can reasonably be expected to satisfactorily manage the program, and otherwise presents an approach for managing a complex international effort that displays minimal risk to the Government for meeting AFCAP objectives required by the Statement of Work. 

C. FACTOR 3 – PAST PERFORMANCE

(1) Description: This factor identifies and reviews relevant present and past performance, and then makes an overall assessment of the Government’s confidence that the offeror will successfully perform this contract.  

(2) In evaluating this factor, the Government may use any combination of present and past performance information gathered from offeror-provided references through the use of questionnaires, interviews and, possibly, site visits. Furthermore, the Government may also use data independently obtained from other Governmental and commercial sources, other customers known to the Government, consumer protection organizations, and any other source that may have useful and relevant information.

(3) In evaluating past performance, the Government will focus on the offeror's performance record as it is relevant to the Mission Capability subfactors. The Government will consider the relevancy and how recent was the past performance (within the past five (5) years), and extent of the past performance. In determining relevancy, consideration shall be given to, but not limited to, such things as similarity of the size and scope and complexity of the past performance relative to this solicitation's requirements, contract type, contract environment, and subcontractor interaction. 

(4) The Government may consider the offeror's past performance record with regard to quality, timeliness, performance results, metrics measurement, business relations, degree of innovation, customer satisfaction, contract type, contract environment, strategic planning, partnering, interaction with other contractors, integration of service areas, management of key personnel, subcontract management, subcontractor interaction, proposed subcontractors, proposed key personnel, adequate staffing, subcontracting to small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, and woman-owned businesses, compliance with the requirements 11 of FAR clause 52.219-8, as well as any other aspects which appear critical to the overall success of the contract.

D. FACTOR 4 – COST

Description of Factor:  The Government will use price or cost analysis, which will include the determination of a probable cost of the offeror’s proposal to determine the best value offeror.  Cost and fee will not receive a rating.

Price or cost analysis is an assessment of affordability used to establish reasonableness and realism (AFFARs 5315.305(a)(1).  This source selection is being conducted with the expectation of adequate price competition that relies on market forces to ensure awarded prices will be reasonable.

The proposed costs will be evaluated to determine if the cost estimates are realistic for the work to be performed, reflect a clear understanding of the requirements, and are consistent with the unique methods of performance and materials described in the offeror’s technical proposal and oral presentation.  The total proposed amount of each offer will be the sum of the offeror’s proposed firm fixed-price for the Program Management Office and the offeror’s proposed target costs, and target fee for the basic and option periods (cumulative amounts for the Program Management Office, basic, and option year CLINs).

The probable cost to the Government will be based on the Government’s cost realism analysis.  The cost realism analysis will be an independent Government review and evaluation of each offeror’s proposed cost estimate by the CLINs in Schedule B.  The Government’s probable cost is determined by adjusting each offeror’s proposal to reflect any additions or reductions in cost elements to realistic levels based on the results of the Government’s cost realism analysis.  The Government’s probable cost may differ from the proposed cost and will reflect the Government’s best estimate of the cost of any contract that is most likely to result from the offeror’s proposal.

The Government’s total probable cost will be the sum of the offeror’s proposed firm fixed-price for the Program Management Office and the offeror’s proposed target costs and target fee for the basic and option periods (cumulative amounts for the Program Management Office, basic and option year CLINs) as adjusted based on the results of the Government’s cost realism analysis.

The total evaluated amount will be the sum of the total proposed fixed price amounts plus the probable cost to the Government for the proposed Deployment Scenario plus Base Fee plus maximum Award Fee. The SSA will be shown both the Government estimate of probable cost or price, and the offeror’s proposed cost or price during the evaluation briefing.

7. COMPETITVE RANGE

(a) The Government may evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussion (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint. If discussions are conducted, the contracting officer will establish the competitive range based on the ratings of each proposal against all evaluation criteria comprised of all of the most highly rated proposals.

(b) After evaluating all proposals in accordance with criteria listed above, the contracting officer may determine that the number of most highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted. The contracting officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

8. BASIS FOR AWARD

Each offeror's proposal will be thoroughly evaluated and award will be made on the basis of an integrated assessment of technical merit and best value to the Government in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth above. The lowest price may not necessarily receive the award; likewise, the highest technically rated proposal may not necessarily receive the award. Only one contract will be awarded. Award shall not be made to any offeror failing to be determined responsible, in accordance with FAR Section 9.104. A Pre-Award survey may be conducted to determine each offeror's ability to meet the requirements of the solicitation.
